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States Parties shall undertake all measures to promote, protect and ensure the full realization and equal enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms by all persons with disabilities, and to promote respect for their inherent dignity, without discrimination of any kind on the basis of disability. 
Taken from Article 1 of the UNCRPD

On Full Inclusion and Participation Principle

States Parties to this Convention recognize the equal right of all persons with disabilities to live in the community, with choices equal to others, and shall take effective and appropriate measures to facilitate full enjoyment by persons with disabilities of this right and their full inclusion and participation in the community.
In the development and implementation of legislation and policies to implement the present Convention and in other decision-making processes concerning issues relating to persons with disabilities, States Parties shall closely consult with and actively involve persons with disabilities including children with disabilities, through their representative organizations.

On Non Discrimination and Equality Principle

States Parties recognize that all persons are equal before and under the law and are entitled without any discrimination to the equal protection and equal benefit of the law.

Explanatory Note on Discrimination and Reasonable Accommodation as defined in Article 2 of the UNCRPD
“Discrimination on the basis of disability” means any distinction, exclusion or restriction on the basis of disability which has the purpose or effect of impairing or nullifying the recognition, enjoyment or exercise, on an equal basis with others, of all human rights and fundamental freedoms in the political, economic, social, cultural, civil or any other field. It includes all forms of discrimination, including denial of reasonable accommodation;

“Reasonable accommodation” means necessary and appropriate modification and adjustments not imposing a disproportionate or undue burden, where needed in a particular case, to ensure to persons with disabilities the enjoyment or exercise on an equal basis with others of all human rights and fundamental freedoms;”
On the Principle of Accessibility
 To enable persons with disabilities to live independently and participate fully in all aspects of life, States Parties shall take appropriate measures to ensure to persons with disabilities access, on an equal basis with others, to the physical environment, to transportation, to information and communications, including information and communications technologies and systems, and to other facilities and services open or provided to the public, both in urban and in rural areas. These measures, which shall include the identification and elimination of obstacles and barriers to accessibility.

On the Equal Recognition Before the Law Principle

States Parties reaffirm that persons with disability have the right to recognition everywhere as persons before the law. In this light, State Parties shall recognize that persons with Disabilities enjoy legal capacity on an equal basis with others in all aspects of life and shall take appropriate measure to provide access by persons with disabilities to the support they may require in exercising their legal capacity.

On the Principle of Access to Justice
 States Parties shall ensure effective access to justice for persons with disabilities on an equal basis with others, including through the provision of procedural and age-appropriate accommodations, in order to facilitate their effective role as direct and indirect participants, including as witnesses, in all legal proceedings, including at investigative and other preliminary stages.

General principles
The principles of the present Convention shall be:
(a) Respect for inherent dignity, individual autonomy including the freedom to make one’s own choices, and independence of persons;

(b) Non-discrimination;

(c) Full and effective participation and inclusion in society;

(d) Respect for difference and acceptance of persons with disabilities as part of human diversity and humanity;

(e) Equality of opportunity;

(f) Accessibility;

(g) Equality between men and women;

(h) Respect for the evolving capacities of children with disabilities and respect for the right of children with disabilities to preserve their identities.
Explanatory Note on the intervention of the ASEAN Disability Forum on the General Principles for the ASEAN Human Rights Declaration (AHRD)
In the entitlements to full equality, the ASEAN Disability Forum (ADF) delegations insist the incorporation of the statement of the “Constancy of Equality for life.  The chief and basic components of the Human Rights principle is “EQUALITY and INHERENT DIGNITY” of all men and women.  And that should be constant for all and for the rest of one’s life.  Nothing that shall happen nor any interventions of government, the environment and other elements in the universe shall increase nor decrease the equality and inherent dignity of men and women.  Neither successes and accomplishment nor failures and defeats, added abilities or entry of disabilities, regardless of gravity shall destroy that constant nature of human relationships and realities.  These interventions simply may define the roles of individuals in the society.  They shall not in any manner give way to the glorification and acceptance of “Superiority and Inferiority” relationship.  Superiority and Inferiority nature of relationship is never and shall never be compatible with Human Rights.
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
