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Procedure of Election of Regional Councilors and Regional Executives

Disabled Peoples’ International Asia-Pacific Region

(decided on 23 October, 2012, 

at DPIAP Regional Council Meeting, Incheon, the Republic of Korea)

1. Principles

 

a) Election of regional councilor takes place in the regional assembly which is held every two calendar years.

b) As DPIAP covers a vast area and population, DPIAP divides the region into several sub-regions.  At this moment, there are four (4) sub-regions where DPI membership assemblies exist. Regional councilors shall be elected from these subregions.

2. Election Committee

a) Regional Council meeting decides three (3) Election Committee members.

b) Election Committee should announce the procedure of the election before sub-regional meeting (see blow).

3. Election by Sub-regional meeting

 

a) During the regional assembly, there should be a session to discuss among MNAs to elect regional councilors.  

b) First, sub-regional meeting should decide one moderator and one rapporteur.

c) Second, sub-regions should elect 4-5 Regional Councilors

d) Third, sub-regions should elect the Regional Vice-Chairperson representing sub-region.  In addition, among elected councilors, sub-regions should decide one World Councilor.

e) Specially for this year, DPI AP will ask sub-regions to decide one drafting committee member of Incheon Declaration (Drafting committee is organized in the evening of 24 October, 2012, place to be informed)

 

4. Election of Regional Executives

 

a) After Regional Councilors are elected by sub-regional meeting, election of regional executives shall be conducted.   

b) Regional executives to be elected by Regional Councilors include Regional Chairperson, Treasure and Secretary.

c) At the Regional Council meeting, Vice-Chairpersons representing subregions should inform if there is candidate(s) for above positions.

d) If there is one candidate, Regional Councilors should decide to have a consensus if he/she is appropriate for the position.

e) If there are two or more candidates in one position, election shall be taken place.  

f) Election committee distributes ballot to Regional Councilors.  Secret ballot must be ensured. 

 

5. Announcement of New Regional Councilors and Executives

 

a) After the election is over, names of new regional councilor should be announced in the plenary session of the Regional Assembly
