Summary:
Disabled Peoples’ International (DPI) is a world cross-disability, self-help, human rights organization of people with disabilities with member national organization in 137 countries worldwide with its Head Quarter in Winnipeg, Canada.  To be seen, to be heard, to be counted the voice of “Nothing us, Without us”, persons with disabilities got together from around the world in Singapore, DPI was established in 1981.  Since then, our major goal is to ensure the full participation and equal opportunities of persons with disabilities in the world. 
DPI's capacity building initiative in each of its five regions aims at providing the skills and knowledge to address each region's priority issues with regional leadership and coordination. In DPI's Asia-Pacific Region, the priority issues are education, sustainable livelihoods and human rights advocacy with gender-sensitivity. The Asia-Pacific Region, geographically, is divided into four sub-regions: North Asia, South Asia, South East Asia, and Oceania. The Asia-Pacific Region boasts 26 DPI member national assemblies and represents 400 millions of persons with disabilities. 
Our activities in the region is focused on promoting inclusive, barrier-free and rights-based society of people with disabilities under the regional framework for action of the Asia and Pacific Decade of Disabled Persons, 2003-2012 (BMF), and expanding strategic planning within and outside the region, educating the members on relevant issues such as the Convention on Rights for Persons with Disabilities(CRPD), strategizing plans of action at all levels, and strengthening the member national assembly’s through regional and national information networking/seminar/workshop partner with governments, Civil Society Organizations (CSOs), UN and other international agencies promoting inclusive development for the mobilization of technical and other resources for its members, relentlessly expanding in terms of gender sensitive, cross-disability and country representation.
