BANGKOK RECOMMENDATIONS 
We, the participants at this ASEAN Dialogue between GOs and NGOs and DPOs on disability issues: Towards an ASEAN Community 2015 and acceleration of implementation on Disability Inclusive Development, do hereby pledge to:
1. Encourage ratification of CRPD by all ASEAN member states. 
2. Promote inclusive development for all, focus on accessibility, full and effective participation and anti-discrimination as key elements. 
3. Continue regular open and sincere dialogue across all sectors with full cooperation and participation by all parties.
4. Within ASEAN encourage individual member state governments to include in their national action plans the conduct of comprehensive disability surveys to ensure that disability issues are addressed in policies and programs. Facilitate sharing comprehensive disability survey outcomes in accessible format among ASEAN member states.
5. Propose the creation of a multi-stakeholder working group consisting of NGO, DPO and GO representatives to study the establishment of an ASEAN commission on disability.
6. Recognize ASEAN Disability Forum as a platform of DPOs for ASEAN multi-stakeholders to exchange information and knowledge amongst ASEAN Member States;
7. Reinforce “Education for All” policy throughout the ASEAN region
8. With employability one of the elements of Social Protection Initiative Floor (SPIF), leading from charity to rights based approach, to focus on concrete training programs towards employment opportunities for persons with disabilities from both employee and/or employer perspective with the resultant major contribution this sector contributes to development.
9. In collaboration with GOs, DPOs and civil society organizations establish the one ASEAN disability awareness raising campaign, for identical implementation within individual member states.
10. Focus on the urgent need to move forward on implementation of each of the nine  recommendations as outlined under the Bangkok Recommendations Declaration drawn up at the conclusion of the ASEAN Workshop on disability rights and on the Convention of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities June 2012.
11. Encourage ASEAN member states towards establishment and  effective  implementation of Social Protection schemes prioritizing persons with disabilities and all vulnerable groups
12. ASEAN to build a pool of disability experts to share knowledge and experience with all sectors
