Report of the Mission

9 August, 2010 

16:00 Meeting with Ms. Maulani  (Cemara Hotel lobby) 

  Ms. Maulani and Miyamoto confirmed 1) schedule of this mission and 2) agenda of governmental meeting on 12 August, and discussed 3) issues related to tentative program of Regional Conference on ASEAN and Disability in December.

  About the third topic, Maulani suggested to invite more international donors like AusAID and USAID to raise awareness of them to ASEAN and Disability.  She also suggested that both DPOs representing each country and ASEAN or Asia-Pacific regional bodies of international DPOs should participate.  Miyamoto basically agreed with her views.

  Maulani also reported updates of PPCI.  PPCI successfully gain the fund from Disability Rights Fund to conduct a research on the domestic laws and the CRPD.  This research covers possibility of amendment of existing laws, terminology of disability in Indonesian language and mechanism of monitoring and implementation.  



10 August, 2010

10:00-16:00 Meeting with Ms. Maulani at PPCI or DPI Indonesia office

   This meeting discussed the revision of Terms of Reference (TOR) and tentative program of the Regional Conference on ASEAN and Disability.  Besides the amendment of TOR (annex 1) and program (annex 2), the following topics were discussed.

 (1) Responsibilities of DPI AP
    DPI AP shall secure airfare for 30 persons with disabilities from ASEAN 9 countries (excluding Indonesia) and Timor Leste.  DPIAP also responsible for the airfare of International speakers. The fund shall be handled by DPIAP, as it will be conducted as a part of "Mainstreaming Disability Perspectives in ASEAN Community".  In addition, the Nippon Foundation will be provided with a booth for EXPO free of charge, for its contribution to the conference through the above project.

(2) Ceremonies
   Award dinner is planned in the evening of the 1st day (Dec 1).  PPCI considers to award a few international activists with disabilities.  It will also be welcome party.  PPCI will contact the Governor of Jakarta to host it. For opening ceremony, PPCI will issue invitation letters to ambassadors from ASEAN countries, Timor Leste and "plus three” countries (China, Japan and Korea).

(3) Support from the government
    All the contacts with the government agencies are facilitated by the Coordinating Ministry of People's Welfare.  The Deputy Minister heads this project in the government side.  PPCI will try to seek the support from the Coordinating Ministry of People’s Welfare, Ministry of Social Affairs, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Cooperatives and Small and Medium Enterprises and the Provincial government of Jakarta.   Among them, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs has no budget to support disability issues this fiscal (in 2011, it will set up new project), but possibly provides technical support.  This issue would be discussed and confirmed on Thursday with the government officers.

Group 5 (women and children) Ms. Maulani (Indonesia)
Group 6 (situation in risk and emergency) from Ministry of Social Affairs in charge of natural disaster relief (Indonesia)

Plenary 1 (recommendations from group discussion) Mr. Miyamoto (DPI AP)
Plenary 2 (national plan on disability and CRPD) Mr. Bernando (Philippines) 
Plenary 3 (international cooperation) Mr. Saharuddin Daming, National Human 
Rights Commissioner in charge of disability issue in Indonesia

(5) other topics
    About the local transportation for participants with disabilities, PPCI will provide its own lift bus which can accommodate 15 wheelchair users at one time.  PPCI will also contact 
those who have lift vans, including Foundation on Child Care and Jakarta 
municipal government.

  It is also decided that speakers from CSO should be invited from Indonesia as much as possible.

<strength>

   SMESCO is the second largest convention center in this country managed by the Ministry of Cooperatives and Small and Medium Enterprises.  It is expected that the Ministry would discount the venue.

<weakness>

   There are some problems on physical accessibility. Especially there was no accessible toilets for wheelchair users.  Also, organizers should arrange accessible transportation between the hotel and SMESCO during the morning and evening rush hours.  It seemed difficult to arrange enough number of accessible vehicles at one time.

   PT Federo (consulting firm) who is in charge of Expo recently informed that it failed to mobilize enough number of exhibitors (100) at that moment.

<action>

   Organizers considered to use hotel for both accommodation and event, so that the burden of transportation could be reduced.

<Strength>

   This hotel was a 4-star hotel with two large function rooms.  These rooms had enough capacity to organize opening ceremony and plenary sessions.  Outside these rooms there was enough space to organize Expo.

   On the same floor, it had large toilet booths both in men and women bathrooms.  Although its design was not accessible for wheelchair users, it seemed easier and less costly to renovate it.

<Weakness>

   The accessibility of the guest room (was not good.  Especially bathroom had only shower room with a threshold as a barrier for wheelchair users.

<Action and possible solution>

   The sales manager offered a promotional conference rate.  Roughly estimated, it would be less than the half of the initial budget.  Maulani will try to seek the possibility of using a few junior suite rooms with usable bathroom free of charge and renovation of toilets on the conference room floor.  

   Tentatively, the hotel was booked from 29 November to 2 December.
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12 August, 2010

10:00 Meeting with possible facilitators of Regional Conference   (DNIKS Building)

   Because some of the members are on a training course in Australia, only two facilitators joined the meeting.   During the discussion, Mr. Siswadi, the President of PPCI, joined the discussion.

   Miyamoto explained the background of this event from the viewpoint of ASEAN, as well as the updates of ASEAN’s second strategic framework for Social Welfare and Development.  Maulani explained the latest draft program and TOR of the event.

   Siswadi raised several questions on characteristics of ASEAN Disability Forum and the project “Mainstreaming Disability Perspectives in ASEAN Community”, especially roles of DPOs.  Miyamoto answered that DPOs should play a core role of ADF and ADF will provide an arena to work with other stakeholders.  Then, facilitators suggested how to effectively contact blind organizations in ASEAN region.

   It was decided that a small workshop should be held at the next facilitators meeting in late October or early November, to share the ideas of ASEAN Disability Forum.

13:00-14:00 Meeting with government officers (The Coordinating Ministry for People’s Welfare)


   Mr. Adang Setiana, the Deputy Minister of the Coordinating Ministry for People's Welfare chaired the meeting again.  ASEC and PT Federo were absent.  From DPO side, Siswadi, Maulani and Miyamoto attended.  Government officers from the Coordinating Ministry for People's Welfare, Ministry of Social Affairs, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Jakarta Provincial Government joined the meeting.

   At the beginning, Miyamoto shared the updates of ASEAN Disability Forum and significance of this conference.  Then, the meeting discussed the budget and possible government’s support.   

   It was found that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs seems to consider other forms of support  though it has no budget to provide financial support.  According to Maulani, it may provide human resources including note takers in English, MCs of the meeting and interpreters.  It may also provide technical assisntance like the meeting protocols especially opening ceremony.

   PPCI explained their idea of asking donation for private/state-owned companies as a part of CSR activities.  MOFA and Jakarta Provincial government suggested a few companies.  In this meeting, Jakarta Provincial government did not mention any specific support for the event.  Therefore, PPCI would ask the governor’s office directly to host the dinner award on 1 December later.

15:00-17:00 Wrap-up with Ms. Maulani (Grand Cemara Hotel Lobby)

   Maulani and Miyamoto discussed the outcomes of meeting with the government and other issues. 

   Miyamoto asked if there was a possibility of organizing a march to celebrate the International Day of Disabled Persons on 3 December, after the media conference.  Maulani basically agreed to this idea.  She noted that PPCI should consider the additional budget for the march including the transport, food and water of participants.
