Agenda 1: Welcome message from the Regional Chairperson
Mr. Shoji Nakanishi delivered a welcome message.  He emphasized the significance of a series of events organized by DPI-AP mainly due to two reasons: one is that these events would influence the decision-makings towards a new decade and the other that UNESCAP fully collaborated with DPI-AP.  Then, Mr. Shoji Nakanishi opened the floor for all the members to introduce themselves.
Agenda 2: Adoption of Agenda
Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay explained the tentative agenda.  Mr. Javed Abidi proposed to skip agenda 3 (Evaluation of the activities of DPIAP 2008-2010) as it will be discussed by the Regional Assembly on the next day.  His proposal was supported by Mr. Mohd Abdus Sattar Dulal and adopted.

Agenda 3: Approval of new full membership
Regional Council considered the application for full-membership from the Kyrgyzstan Invalids’ Association Public Union (KIA PU).  Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay provided background information.  Mr. Shoji Nakanishi added the criteria of becoming full-membership. Ms. Musaeva Asipa, the representative of KIA PU, introduced the activities and structure of the organization.  
Many raised questions about the characteristics of the organization.  Ms. Musaeva Asipa mentioned that KIA PU had been government-led but was not now.  She also explained that KIA PU developed a new constitution to accommodate small self-help organizations as memberships.   Then Regional Council invited Mr. Mirbek Asangaiev, Chairperson, Movement of disabled young people, Kyrgyzstan.  Mr. Mirbek Asangaiev said that his organization is not informed the change of KIA PU policy. Regional Council reached a consensus that it does not approve KIA PU at this moment and will further review the eligibility of KIA PU as a full-membership of DPI.

Agenda 4: Discussion on Regional Assembly on 20 June
Before moving into Agenda 4, Mr. Mohd Abdus Sattar Dulal briefly reported the latest World Council meeting in Canada.  The main topics of the World Council were the amendment of constitution and the resignation of the Executive Director.  New constitution will be adopted in the World Assembly in 2011, in South Africa.  The points of amendment are: (1) reducing cost, including the number of the World Councilors, and (2) harmonization with the CRPD.  The selection of new Executive Director was in the process and the World Council will conduct interviews in October. Mr. Shoji Nakanishi added the updates of the next World Assembly in 2011 in Durban, the Republic of South Africa.  International Organizing Committee discuss through teleconference every 2 months.  The government of RSA agreed to support this event.

 Regional Council moved into Agenda 4 toward the Regional Assembly on 20 June 2010
Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay explained the program of the Regional Assembly on 20 June.  It was unanimously agreed.   Then, the draft “Incheon Strategy” towards a new Decade proposed by DPI-Japan was discussed.  Mr. Shoji Nakanishi explained its background including the recently established governmental policy reform committee to harmonize the CRPD with the domestic laws.  Mr. Mohd Abdus Sattar Dulal appreciated the initiatives of DPI-Japan, while perspectives of developing countries should be incorporated to narrow the gap and effectively implementation of the CRPD.  There were several suggestions among the Councilors, including women with disabilities, international cooperation and DPO’s participation in the government. Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay and Shoji mentioned DRTAP (Disability Rights Tribunal in Asia and the Pacific) project.  Mr. Shoji Nakanishi expressed his expectation that there should be a tribunal and a mechanism to promote the CRPD at subregional level. 
Regional Council unanimously approved DPI-Japan’s proposal to submit the draft “Incheon Strategy” to the DPO-United meeting on 21-22 June in the UN Conference Centre.
Mr. Kim Dae Song introduced DPI-Korea’s proposal to host the next DPI Asia-Pacific Regional Assembly in Incheon, the Republic of Korea in 2012 as a back-to-back meeting of the ESCAP High-Level Meeting to Review the second Decade.  According to Mr. Kim Dae Song, RI organizes its world congress and APDF is also planning to hold its conference.  Ms. Maulani A Rotinsulu welcomed the initiatives of DPI Korea to shoulder this task.  Ms. Tuki Wright reminded Regional Councilors of the decision made at the previous meeting in 2008 to hold the next Regional Assembly in Oceania.  Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay responded that Regional Councilors do not ignore the previous decision, but DPI should not miss this opportunity.

It was decided that the next DPI Asia-Pacific Regional Assembly will be held in Incheon, the Republic of Korea, in 2012.  Oceania’s question to host the Regional Assembly in 2014 will be further discussed in the next Regional Council meeting.

Agenda 5: Strategy toward AP DPO United and Stakeholder meeting

Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay explained the program of the DPO United.  Some expressed concerns that the presence of DPI was weak in the program.  Ms. Saowalak Thongkuay explained that the objective of this meeting was to show the united voice of DPOs to ESCAP Stakeholder meeting and that actually most of the content came from DPI’s contributions.
