Agenda Item 1 Election of new executives and World Councilors from AP region

Firstly, the new Regional Councilors, who had been elected at the Regional Assembly on 20 June, were introduced and confirmed.  Then, elections for the executives were conducted.  Following the practice of this region, four Vice-chairpersons had been already elected during the Regional Assembly on 20 June, representing each subregion.  Regional Council elected by consensus Mr. Shoji Nakanishi as the Regional Chairperson, Mr. Ghulam Nabi Nizamani as the Secretary and Mr. Prayat Punongong as the Treasurer. South Asia subregion proposed to nominate five Regional Councilors instead of four.  It also nominated two World Councilors.  It was confirmed their proposal doesn’t violate the DPI world constitution which allows each region to have up to 20 regional councilors and to send 5-6 World Councilors.  Therefore, the proposal of South Asia was approved by consensus.  Finally, the new Regional Councilors were confirmed as follows.  The term of RC will be until the next Regional Assembly in 2012.

Agenda Item 2 Strategy for DPO Untied and Stakeholder Meeting

Mr. Shoji Nakanishi raised four topics: (1) Draft Incheon Strategy, (2) Draft Bangkok Recommendations of DPO United, (3) ESCAP’s plan of research on the situations of persons with disabilities in this region and (4) representatives of DPOs in the governmental delegations to ESCAP’s Social Development Committee in October. 

 (1) Secretariat shared several inputs during DPI RA meeting on  It was decided that DPI AP should complete the Draft Incheon Strategy to submit ESCAP’s Social Development Committee in coming October.  RC appointed Mr. Taisuke Miyamoto, project coordinator of DPI AP, as the focal point of this issue.

(2) The draft was shared by RC members.  It was agreed that DPI should put emphasis on “mainstreaming disability perspectives”, “active participation of DPOs” and “the promotion of CRPD” in the recommendations.

(3)  Mr. Shoji Nakanishi reported the informal discussion with ESCAP officers.  ESCAP plans to conduct a large-scale research to collect data of persons with disabilities in this region.  Many RC members pointed out that involvement of DPO is important to effectively collect voices of persons with disabilities.  It was agreed that RC members should send DPI AP Office their inputs to the framework/questionnaire of the research and DPI AP will collaborate with ESCAP to elaborate the questionnaire.  RC appointed Mr. Taisuke Miyamoto as the focal point.

 (4) It was reported that ESCAP already passed a resolution to encourage governments to include DPO representatives in the delegations (Resolution 66/11).  

It was agreed that RC members should encourage their respective governments to include representatives of DPOs in the governmental delegations to the ESCAP Social Development Committee in coming October.
