Agenda Item 1 Discussion on action plan until 2012
Regional Council meeting continued the discussion on the strategy towards a new decade.  Many Regional Councilors shared the updates in each countries and subregions including the followings; 

Mr. Kim Dae Song expressed his concern that RI Korea’s chairperson was appointed as an advisor to the governmental delegation headed by Mr. Kim Dong Ho.  

Mr. You Liang reported the progress of the 5-year plan for persons with disabilities in China.  After the ratification of the CRPD, Chinese government was formulating next 5-year project.  Mr. Ghulam Nabi Nizamani expressed his expectation that Mr. You Liang and China Disabled Persons’ Federation would support more to the activities of DPI AP.  Ms. Maulani A Rotinsulu shared her concerns about Indonesian CBR movement using name of PPCI but supported by the professionals, as well as the recent active interactions with the government regarding to the CRPD.  Mr. Murukkuwadura Charles Mendis reported the manifesto of the president incorporated disability issues through the engagement of DPOs.

Mr. Mohd. Abdus Sattar Dulal insisted on the importance of empowering SAARC and having special decade at subregional level.  Ms. Maulani A Rotinsulu introduced their plan to organize an international conference in December to share the best practices within ASEAN countries.  

Mr. You Liang read a message from Secretary-general of the United Nations for the Pavilion for persons with disabilities in Shanghai Expo.
