	Session 8: “Regional Civil Society Engagement on Human Rights and Democracy in Southeast Asia: Making the Breakthrough for Constructive Engagement”

Human Rights and democratic development requires institution-building and civil society networks strengthening within the region. The growth of a dynamic civil society at the national and increasingly the regional has focused on raising regional standards of human rights and democracy. This is reflected in the expansion of networks, fora and institutions of regional civil society, such as ASEAN’s People Forum, Solidarity for Asian People’s Advocacies, ASEAN Civil Society Conference, ASEAN-led Social Forum, to engage in the regional mechanism. Regional civil society can act as the countervailing forces to put significant pressure to governments that lack genuine commitment to democracy and universality of rights. 

Government keeps its own pace towards normative convergence or regional or trans – regional cooperation on human rights and democracy issues. The existing and emerging regional human rights and democracy architecture in Southeast Asia, such as AICHR, BDF, and APDP, despite suffers from structural, cultural and political challenges and gaps in capacity, mission and membership, has open the opportunity for civil society engagement. The challenge is then how regional civil society to take full advantage of opening for effective cooperation with government and also keep aware of no necessity to comprise their independence. 

Regional civil society needs to find ways on how to build effective regional human rights and democracy architecture. What are the alternatives to further regional civil society engagement despite opposing view on approaches for this regional civil society engagement? How to develop broader and more sustainable foundations of widespread participation and grassroots support of regional cooperation on human rights and democracy?

Topic 1: Engaging the Civil Society Sector: towards a more relevant ASEAN

Prof. Dr. Bob Sugeng Hadiwinata, MA, University of Parahyangan, Bandung

Civil Society is the group of people in many different issues of associations, such as families, religious organizations, trade unions, self-help groups, charitable associations helping the needy, neighborhood organizations, etc. 

Civil Society is expected to play a crucial role in rejuvenating public life, restoring democracy and human rights, and investing on global morality

Semantic Debate between People-Oriented vs. People-Centered ASEAN:


- people-centered is considered to be potentially denying state authority and undermining government privileges


 - people-oriented is more acceptable to government officials for recognition of state authority 


- Indonesian CSOs plan to file a judicial review of ASEAN charter to the Constitutional Court

Demand to make ASEAN more ‘relevant’ to SEA populations:


- ASEAN organizational bodies should set a more determined agenda, i.e. “human security” (Copenhagen school, UNDP, Japanese, Canadian) following what EU did in adopting ‘A Human Security Doctrine for Europe’ in 2004 to sustain its new role in global affairs

Civil Society is expected to build a network across the region and looking for the partnership as CSOs network in South East Asia. The network should declare the goal and vision as the same to focus human security, human rights, 
 Topic 2: Regional Civil Society Engagement on Human Rights & Democracy in ASEAN

Ms. Yuyun Wahyuningrum, Senior Advisor on ASEAN and Human Rights
Review the history of civil society engagement with ASEAN, the interaction between national and international efforts and dialogue on human rights. The progressing and grow up on the movement of the history of democracy in ASEAN countries also the impact of political at the national level to the region.

Civil Society was involve to the ASEAN as part of AICHR and ACWC however there is still the gap between ASEAN and the association commission under ASEAN and Civil society is not partners of ASEAN in the developing area. Member states are still in control of the government is not understood as a RIGHT CSO.
Civil Society should increase the participation role to ASEAN, promote the social equality and human security through the existing ASEAN meachanism.
