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I. Backgrounds 

The Association of Southeast Asian Nations, ASEAN, is now an influential political and economic power that has about 600 million population and 1,500 billion US dollar in GDP. Accepting the UN estimation that 10% of population has some kind of disabilities, there should be about 60 million ASEAN citizens with disabilities living in this region. Though ASEAN is an economically emerging region, most of this population is still marginalized from the mainstream of society.  Persons with disabilities, especially those suffer multiple discriminations like women, children and refugees with disabilities, are denied to have access to their communities. 

In December 2008, ASEAN Charter came into force. Its Article 1 declares that one of the purposes of ASEAN is “to promote a people-oriented ASEAN in which all sectors of society are encouraged to participate in, and benefit from, the process of ASEAN integration and community building.” ASEAN Charter also emphasizes its purpose of providing peoples of ASEAN “with equitable access to opportunities for human development, social welfare and justice.” Disability sector in ASEAN with 60 million populations is also the one which shall be encouraged and provided with equitable access though the ASEAN mechanism. 

ASEAN also has three “Blueprints” which constitute road map toward the ASEAN integration in 2015. Under this blueprint, AMMSWD (ASEAN Ministerial Meeting on Social Welfare and Development) approved Strategic Framework on Social Welfare and Development (2011-2015).  Disability issues are mentioned in these documents mainly.

However, these documents do not mention multiple discriminations, or in other words “intersectional discrimination”, such as discriminations against women with disabilities, children with disabilities, migrants with disabilities and so forth.  They are not well incorporated in any plans/programs of ASEAN.  As a result, their rights are continuously infringed in ASEAN countries particularly. 

International disability-related documents like the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) and Biwako Millennium Framework for Action towards an Inclusive, Barrier-free and Rights-based Society for Persons with Disabilities in Asia and the Pacific (BMF) already address such populations under multiple-discrimination.  Also, there have already been many initiatives taken by different sectors that mention the importance of mainstreaming disability issues. For example, the UN Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women already issued its General Recommendation No. 18 (disabled women) of in 1991.  The Convention on the Rights of Child has Article 23 to protect the rights of children with disabilities.  MDGs and disability was the theme of International Day of Persons with Disabilities (3 December) in 2010.  These above ASEAN policy should recognize such international human rights discussions.

On 1-2 December 2010, DPIAP and PPCI co-organized Regional Conference on ASEAN and Disability in Jakarta, Indonesia.  This conference was attended by Disabled People’s Organization (DPO) leaders, CSO activists, government officers, and international donors.  These participants unanimously agreed to establish ASEAN Disability Forum. ASEAN Disability Forum is expected to serve as synergy in the decision-making process through the joint effort of multi-stakeholders.

It is necessary now to seek for collaboration among different sectors to address such multiple discriminations.  Especially, civil society organizations, including disabled persons’ organizations, are expected to make a great contribution to this process as they are able to bring the reality from the ground in order to mainstream disability perspective in ASEAN community. This ACSC/APF 7 will provide an opportunity for all to think about disability issues together.

II.  Objectives 

1. To strengthen networks between disabled people’s organizations and other civil society organizations addressing discriminations in different areas.

2. To discuss the ideas of how to address multiple discrimination through multi-sectoral approach

3. To propose recommendations on how to mainstream disability perspectives in ASEAN Community

III.  Expected outcomes 

1. Recommendations on the implementation of disability policies in practices, especially with a focus on multiple discriminations through multi-sectoral approach. 

2. Recommendations on mainstreaming disability perspectives in ASEAN blueprints, particularly Socio-Cultural Blueprints.
