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Situation and role of women with disabilities to solve social-economic problems in the community of Kyrgyzstan.
The women with disabilities are in a very hard situation under the current economic and political condition and crisis in Kyrgyzstan.    Many women lost their jobs, chance to have education, their benefits and social privileges, which they were provided by the social fund and state assistance program. Suspension to take part in development of social programs and adoption of political decision causes the feeling of second-best, low self-assessment and social apathy. 
In such situation the women have to look for new social decision for themselves and creative means of self-help. In this connection capacity building of women with disabilities is inexorably increasing. Movement of women with disabilities now bears responsibility to solve legal, social and economic protection of women. 
In 2012 there was any big change of the situation and it became worse. This year the total number of persons with disabilities in Kyrgyzstan made 134 thousand and 55 % of them are the women with disabilities. Women with disabilities make one of the marginalized group of the society. As their situation is aggravated by several factors: their status as a woman with disabilities and they make big number of the poor.

Women with disabilities face the discrimination and have no access to medical and sanitary service, employment, vocational training, reproductive and sexual health and maternity, to get income and they are not allowed to participate in social and public activities. Discrimination of women and young women with disabilities is also aggravated by the fact that they have a risk to become the victim of physical and sexual abuse, psychological and home abuse, and deprivation of reproductive rights and have fewer opportunities to marry and have families. 
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
