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Discrimination Resulting to Limitation in Social Participation of PWDs
Persons with disabilities confront direct and indirect discriminations in different aspects of social life from education, religious practice, work and leisure. 10-15% of Filipinos have disabilities. As of May 1, 2010, this percentage is equivalent to 13.8 million Filipinos with disabilities. This much number of Filipinos experiences different degrees of limitation in social participation.

Culture, practices and misconceptions about disability and persons with disabilities all contribute to the situation of non-participation. The full potential of the person is not realized. Enjoyment of a full life for persons with disabilities is hindered.

Keeping the budget for programs and services for persons with disabilities to a minimum show that development of the sector is not a priority. This means failure to reach the MDG. The sector of persons with disabilities will be persistently marginalized. Even if there are policies that on appearance favour persons with disabilities, they are not translated into actual plans of development for barrier-free society (physical and other forms), implementation of social support services such as personal assistance service, social protection and social safety net for the sector and other programs to minimize direct and indirect discrimination.
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
