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Direct and indirect discrimination
Mongolia is a country which has 2,7 million population with 1,58 million square km territory. Our country is located between 2 big countries: Russia and China. The climate in our country is harsh: has 4 seasons and in the winter it reaches -50 Celsius degrees and in the summer it is +40. 

After the revolution to release from Chinese colony in 1921, Mongolia entered into socialist society for 80 years. During these years, there was no government policy to concern human rights of person with disabilities. Due to medical of disability is dominated in the country, the most parents of child with disability shamed to show the child to community and tend to hide him/her at home. For adults with disabilities, the situation was worse. However, situation is little bit improved since democracy win in early 1990’s in Mongolia. Many international organizations started to operate in the country, new culture and new attitude started to spread. 

One of the new attitudes is social model of disability that aims to build inclusive environment for all people; for children in the stroller, for pregnant women, for tourists with heavy baggage and elderly people as well as people with disability. 

Mongolia has 108,080 people with disabilities where 70% of them became person with disability due to accident or sickness. Out of 108,080 people, about 15,000 has severe disability that requires daily and constant care from others. 

However, there is little certainty in the validity of this number, given differences in classifying PWDs among different government agencies. PWDs, whether officially registered or not, commonly face numerous challenges in their daily life due to institutional, environmental and attitudinal barriers that ensure they remain one of the most marginalized, and therefore impoverished, groups within Mongolian society.

The most of the people with disabilities has ability to go out and can participate in the social life however, barriers to enter buildings, to do shopping, to use public transport, they hesitates to do that. They have to have someone who carries them and who can help them to move in the street. Every time when they receive someone else’s help, they feel down and down. And due to inaccessible buildings and public transport, people tend to stay at home far from society. 
In addition, transportation laws dictate that public transportation should be free for people with disabilities, but there are no regulations regarding the accessibility of vehicles.  Thus no buses are accessible for people who use mobility devices (crutches, wheelchairs, etc.). While the public have only limited knowledge of accessibility issues, universally accessible designs could benefit all people: particularly the elderly and young children.
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
