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Direct and Indirect Discrimination
Legislation system of every country needs to treat its citizen equally in achieving basic human rights activities or in national gross happiness. Base to this, people with disabilities are also equally entitled to get equal rights. But in case of Nepal, in daily lives, PWDs continuously battle exclusion and restriction to their full participation in society, facing discrimination, abuse, and poverty. Discrimination refers disadvantageous treatment or consideration from family member, society and legislation mechanism of country for personal development. 
In daily living, we PWDs face direct and indirect discrimination. Besides it, challenges over living due to not having reasonable adjustments in thoughts, infrastructure, services is more complex. Though, recently Nepal government has ratified UNCRPD, 2006 with a big responsibility of guarantying right of people with disabilities from grass root level (article No.5; equality and non discrimination) but discrimination hierarchy can be seen vividly in every aspect of life. Discrimination as tradition begins from families enters into society and same pattern is continuing from government side.  For an example when a child having disability wish to join same school where his/her siblings are studying. But parents do not allow and force to send rehabilitation centers for medical correction of disability.  It is direct discrimination made by parents/ family to his right to education against his choice. 

When a child reaches school, administrator tries to ask excuses tactfully informing they don't have care taker, infrastructure and other adjustment as per his/ disability. It is indirect discrimination made by school to child having disabilities. Likewise, when visual impairment child enters in school for his primary education he finds difficult to read and write what sighted children can do. But, school doesn't afford him to be familiar from Brail. Similar situation is with youth PWDs to seek job opportunity to earn money for daily living although having equally qualified. 
UNCRPD has urged to accommodate buildings, roads, assistive devices for PWDs benefits. Because of awareness programs, some changes has been occurring from corporate sector, private sector  but no obligatory law has formulated from national level to compensate against damn caring activities of not creating accessible environment under universal design  for PWDs, aging people and children etc.  

Universal design is inclusive; it sees people with disabilities, older people and children, as part of - not distinct from – society. But in case of transportation as well, PWDs are not equally treated, nor is accommodated vehicle in use in single route to have their access to public transportation. Similar situation is to bring access to right to employment, health, housing, property, citizen rights etc. 

Now, Nepal is at sophisticated situation and every citizen have worrying wrinkle on their face for country and its development. Stakeholders of UNCRPD, 2006 and other human right activist are strongly advocating for inclusive governance. For concrete result, solidarity voice of Disability Rights Activist is essential. So that national judiciary mechanism can develop an effective mechanism to minimize direct, indirect discriminations and to reasonably accommodate society so that every citizen of can feel independent and dignified. 
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
