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Barriers to Equality of Women with Disabilities and Its Dimensions
Violence against women movement in Indonesia starting seriously from 1998 national riot, where there was a lot of Human rights violation and massive sexual harassment to Chinese ethnics, Indonesia ratified CEDAW by Law No. 7 year 1984, but the Implementation of law on women protection still in drafting until now, The domestic violation law No. 23 year 2004, did not explicitly mention about the concern of women with disabilities.
Violence against women with disabilities in Indonesia at least covered in three dimensions such as Gender dimension where the status as a woman, disability dimension where the individual condition having impairment, and social dimension where all the aspect all of life cannot be access equally to others, and the case of its still being hidden cases, and mostly incompletely handled by law institution.

Women with disability barriers to reach their equality consist of violations and discrimination; some violations are physically and psychologically in accessing their sustainability of livelihood; cultural violence with the patriarchy system; forbidden in marriages; infertilities and contraception use in forced

The Individual barriers of women with disability that had to be broken through due to less information are lack in self defense (refuse violence); do not have information of kind of violation; do not understand the consequence of harassment; cannot express the emotion; do not know the rights of their selves the treatment as it is; do not have a perception of sexual and reproduction.
