Ignorance in Implementation of Disability Acts and UNCRPD in Bangladesh
Though Bangladesh set an exemplary instance signing and ratifying the UNCRPD’s convention and protocol and having a disability welfare act 2001 (at the moment it is updating), people with disability here hardly enjoy equal rights and opportunities in accessing to education, healthcare, basic services, employment, skills development, recreation, public transports, community events and so on. This abstract presentation illustrates a scenario of discrepancy between the legislation and the real practice in ensuring human rights of children, adult and women with disabilities. Policy makers and Gov. Authorities often view disability as a concern in the least priority among many national problems and as a consequence, policy implementing agencies seems reluctant to realize the disability act through national action plan and policy implementation. On the other hand, the disability movement through DPOs in Bangladesh is influencing different authorities responsible to implement policy and plan, but not realized and recognized by the government. DPOs are suffering with challenge of good practice, skills, leadership, sustainability, funding and resources. Thus people in Bangladesh including young generation and those professionals do not become effective in practicing disability rights and disability inclusive society. In the movement, one of the major crises increasingly emerged that created by interest conflicts, emission and biasness which is another challenge to drive UNCRED in right track.
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
