National L egisation

1 The Magna Carta for Disabled Persons of the
Philippines extends protection over the civil and
political rights of people with disabilities by ensuring
their equal access to education, vocational training,
employment and the election process. The Act also
gives special consideration to marginalized disabled
persons. A range of economic support and social
service measures are stipulated for this group of
persons.
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1 Japan has a 10 year plan which runs in
parallel with the Asian and Pacific Decade.
The policy includes rights- based key
strategies such as promotion of independent
community living, de-in-stitutionalisation, and
rehabilitation




INew Zealand Public Health and
Disability Act required the Minister for
Disability issues to develop the New
Zealand Disability Strategy which is a
long term framework to change New
Zealand from a disabling to a fully
Inclusive society. The minister is
required by law to work with disability
organizations in formulating, reviewing
and evaluating the strategy
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1new Constitution of Timor-Leste,
adopted in 2002, which has two specific
articles that guarantee the rights of
persons with disabilities and the
application of constitutional rights on an
equal basis
