Missing points:

1. Rights of Internally Displaced Persons 

2. The Incheon Strategy must establish a mechanism for advocacy and lobbying

3. Information Dissemination system

4. All duty bearers must have a cross disability perspective and must look at disabled persons as an individual as a whole.

5. 14 articles of UNCRPD are missing in both the documents including Legal Capacity, CPR, health, habilitation and rehabilitation.

6. More research has to be worked on medically induced disabilities and the incheon strategy must look at it as an emerging trend.

7. Delete -15 (3)

8. Expand 16(2) to include curriculum, pedagogy, teachers training, reasonable accommodation.

9. International cooperation fund – 100 million.

10. Membership in the committee must be 2/3rds.26 (1) & (2). And must be Incheon Strategy implementation committee.

11. Research on census related areas and be prepared for the next census.23(2)

12. Evidence based data on Human Rights violations.23(2).

Priorities:

1. Formulation of domestic laws as per UNCRPD. Aligning the existing laws in  lines with UNCRPD.

2. Cover all articles of CRPD in the strategy.

3. Monitoring and implementing mechanisms to realise the rights.

4. Legal capacity, independent & supported living and political participation.

5. Inclusion and participation of disabled people at all levels of decision making.
