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Social welfare and protection
Social welfare has been strongly perceived on how people, communities and institutions in a society take action to provide certain minimum standards and certain opportunities. It is generally about helping people facing contingencies.

Social protection development has a very broaden social terms
 as proactive directional movement of society from lesser to greater levels of energy, efficiency, quality, productivity, complexity, comprehension, creativity, choice, mastery, enjoyment and accomplishment. Development of individuals and societies results in increasing freedom of choice and increasing capacity to fulfill its choices by its own capacity and initiative.

A key factor in the successful implementation of social welfare would be how Thailand deals with its aging society and disability in National Social Development agenda. Therefore, a shift on social welfare practices from a charity-based to rights-based approach is crucial to achieve the goal.
Social welfare Models

1) Welfare model provided by government sectors, 

2) The double welfare model collaborated by government sectors and private sectors, 

3) The multiple inclusive sectors welfare model and collaborating among multi stakeholders in the community.

Aging society
Thailand is one of the fastest ageing countries in South-East Asia. The rapidly expanding proportion of older adults in the population creates potential challenges, one of the most important of which is chronic physical ill health and associated late-life depression Physical impairment and disability are among the most significant risk factors for depression in older adults. Crucially, government should prepare for the aging of society. People aged 60 and over will rise to 25% of the population in the next 20 years, up from 11-12% now. Society and the government must discuss and agree upon what extent and how will they go forward, as it will be a long-term investment and commitment.
Considering the new trend of greater independence for the young, which tends to weaken the safety nets for the old, and the rising proportion of older people, it becomes critical for the government to take appropriate actions and implement policies to address the health and socio-economic needs of the elderly. 
According to the researchers, active aging enables people to realise their potential for physical, social and mental well-being throughout their life course, and to participate in society according to their needs, desires and capacities. They stress that 'active' in this case refers not only to old persons participating in the workforce, or those physically active, but also those who are continuously interacting with others, in the family or others in the larger society. 
Based on interviews of 43,447 older persons across Thailand conducted in their research, they found that the concept of active aging is still not widely accepted. 
Disability
The National Office for the Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (NEP), under the Ministry of Social Development and Human Security, has collected data of persons with disabilities by registration method in order to analyze economic status in relation to the gender of persons with disabilities so that the Office may further assess the needs of women with disabilities on an equal basis with their male counterparts. As of March 2009, there are 750,389 (58.6%) male and 439,697 (41.4%) female persons with disabilities who have registered with the Ministry for financial aid and interest-free loans. Regarding children with disabilities, as of June 2010, there are 116,468 registered children with disabilities, of which 57,751 are boys and 58,747 are girls.  However, there are many persons with disabilities living isolated at home and haven’t yet registration to NEP. 
Challenges 
The most crucial aspect of human security usually is in the area of human dignity; the lack of political voices, legal rights, access to justice and the ability to contest discrimination so the poor people always deprive of their rights. A current paradigm of development partnership had not get sufficiency engaged vulnerable people especially persons with disabilities who live in the rural area in ASEAN.
Social welfare and protection should be a central element of the development agenda. Investment in children, women, persons with disability, and people of all age and reducing vulnerability of people at risk will assist countries to develop their human potential, reduce poverty, achieve sustainable growth by enhancing production and create opportunities for individual self-reliance. Paradigm shift of the development is to engage persons with disabilities and vulnerable people in social welfare development processes in term of right base approach rather than charity based approach.
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
