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General rules for participants in Disabled Peoples’ International Asia Pacific (DPIAP)’s regional Training Programmes

The Disabled Peoples’ International Asia Pacific (DPIAP) regional training programmes
These general rules are intended to facilitate a participation in the training programme and support the ambition to reach the overall and specific objectives.  
As a participant, you will at all times be regarded as a representative of your country. In your contacts with other participants, organisers and lecturers - including social contacts outside the programme - you are expected to act accordingly. 
Overall rules
· To follow national legislation and other relevant regulations. 

· To show respect in all your contacts regardless of sex, age, ethnic background, disability, political or religious belief.

· To be aware that all forms of discrimination, sexual harassment, abuse of alcohol or drugs are strictly prohibited.

Study-specific rules

· All pre-tasks need to be completed before the programmes, if needed.
· To respect the schedule and be on time.
· To report back on actions taken according to the action plan developed during the programmes.
General rules

· To take responsibility for your studies.

· To share your knowledge with your organisation/institution and with other participants. 
· To take responsibility for equipment put at your disposal by the organiser during the programme and to use this solely for the benefit of your studies.
· To take part in evaluations and other assessments relating to the programme.
Description and requirements of personal assistant service (PA)
· Personal assistant, who is supported by DPIAP, will be the assistant of participant requested, during her/his participation at DPIAP regional training program is organising. The assistant must be available at all times and adapt to the needs that arises – not only during scheduled hours but also during breaks, meals, evenings, weekends, etc. 

· The personal assistant shall be in good health in order to fulfil his/her assignment. 

· The assistant shall adhere to the Overall rules as specified in the General rules for participants in DPIAP Regional Training Programmes
Violation of these rules may lead to sanctions. Within the mandate of DPIAP, one possible sanction is suspension from the programme and disbandment to the home country.
