Recommendations:
There are 6 recommendations based on the Workshop (Parallel Session) group 1-6. Since I only participated in group 2 and 5, so I just put the recommendations based on that group.

1. Group 2: Inclusive Social Development
· To urge the government to ratify the CRPD

· To urge the government to make national sign language by discussing it with people with hearing disability/impairment

· To build a networking between the government and DPOs and between the DPOs in the regional
2. Group 5: Women and Children with Disabilities
· The promotion and protection of the rights of women and children with and affected by disabilities is necessary. (gender equality)

· Women and children with and affected by disabilities should be protected from abuse, exploitation and violence. (sexuality, reproductive health and rights)

· Other women and children movements should include issues of women and children with and affected by disabilities.
· DPOs should include children with and affected by disabilities in their movement. (visibility in the movement)

· Approaches of the Convention on the Rights of Child (CRC) and child perspectives should be incorporated in the work of those both with direct and indirect contact with children.
· Capacity building focusing on understanding and implementing CRC and human rights should be promoted at local, national and regional levels.
· Participation and empowerment of women with disabilities in society through recreation, leisure and sports should be promoted.
· ACWC should adopt the rights of persons with disabilities as one of the priority areas in its 2011-2013’s work plan.
1. What are the most important things you learned about…….?
I learned a lot from the Workshop (Parallel Sessions) 1 especially group 2 and Workshop (Parallel Sessions) 2 especially group 5 which I participated in.

· Workshop (Parallel Sessions) 1 group 2 discussed about “Inclusive Social Development (Inclusive Education and Decent Work)”. What I learned about that is everyone has right to education and work in spite of all the shortcomings that exist within their physical or mental integrity. But the common problem to this is the schools are located in the city so the people who live in rural area cannot access. Sometimes the stigma for the people with disability is still bad, they shunned because the neighbour think that they have been cursed. Besides education, job also a matter for people with disabilities because the company don’t want to employ them. The company think that they will retard the company performance.
· Workshop (Parallel Sessions) 2 group 5 discussed about “Children and Women with Disabilities”. What I learned about that is lots of children and women with disabilities faces multiple discrimination and become a victim of crimes.

What I learned specifically about the plenary 3: Creating People-Centered Disability Policy in The ASEAN+3 Countries are there still a gap between the NGOs and the DPOs and CRPD ratification is not the purpose of DPOs but the law is important.
