8. The requirements for a visa on arrival are as follows:

(a) The applicant must possess means of living expenses at the amount of 10,000 baht per person and 20,000 baht per family accordingly;
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(b) The applicant must possess a passport with validity of at least six months and must present a fully-paid ticket which is usable within 15 days from the date of entry;
(c) The applicant should submit an application form duly filled out and to which his/her recent photograph (4 x 6 cm) is attached. The application fee is 1,000 Baht.

9. Participants from countries other than those listed above are requested to obtain an appropriate entry visa from the Thai diplomatic or consular mission at the point of origin or en route prior to entering Thailand.

The information provided above is accurate as of 3 April 2013. All participants are advised to consult with the diplomatic mission/embassy of Thailand in their respective countries regarding the latest applicable immigration requirements prior to their departure.

Health and vaccination

10. Upon arrival at the port of entry in Thailand, the participants who have travelled from or through the countries that have been declared “Yellow Fever Infected Areas” must provide an International Health Certificate providing that they have received a Yellow fever vaccination.
